6. FORMAT & SCORING 

6.1 The regatta format will be determined at the close of registration based on the number of entries in each 
fleet and the forecasted weather conditions.  It is the intent of the Race Committee to sail fleets that exceed 
36 entries in flights.  

6.2 Three (3) races are required to be completed to constitute a regatta. 

6.3 When five (5) or fewer races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores.
