7. RACES 
7.1 Racing will be in the harbor north of the Main Dock of the Newport Harbor Yacht Club. 
7.2 The race committee will attempt to complete a total of nine (9) races; however it reserves the right 

to run fewer races depending on its judgment as to the weather and the best interest of the 
regatta. 

8. SCORING 
8.1. Nine (9) races are scheduled of which three (3) shall be completed to constitute a series. 
8.2. When six (6) or fewer races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her 

race scores. 
 
9. TROPHIES 
9.1 Trophies will be awarded Sunday, October 4, 2015 as soon as possible after the last race. 
9.2 The Arthur Strock Memorial Trophy for the H20 Class Championship will be awarded to the first 

place boat in the ‘A’ division. 
9.3 The Harbor 20 ‘A’ Fleet One Perpetual Trophy will be awarded to the highest finishing boat who is 

a member of the ‘A’ Fleet One. 
9.4 The Harbor 20 ‘B’ Fleet One Perpetual Trophy will be awarded to the highest finishing boat who is 

a member of the ‘B’ Fleet One.
